Situated on the road from Waddington (near Clitheroe) to the pretty village of Slaidburn and with stunning panoramic views of Pendle Hill and the surrounding area, this looked like just the sort of place we should visit.

Calling in when passing through the area wasn’t very satisfactory, however, because thanks to our own tardiness we arrived half an hour after the chef had left and the kitchen had closed. Undaunted, we decided to sit a while and have a few drinks so as to gauge the atmosphere of the inn and think about whether we should take more care next time and arrive on time.
The staff were friendly and helpful – even apologising for the lack of food, something which was completely our own fault – and gave a very favourable impression of the service to be expected here.

Eying with some regret the interesting menu, where a full range of tastes was catered for at reasonable cost and looking at the welcoming lounge area with its open fire and panelled walls, we determined to call again when next in the area.
