This restaurant doesn’t look to be too interesting – but if you thought that you would be wrong. After parking in the small but adequate car park you enter the building to find comfort, good food and a very good view of the Anderton Marina and its canal boats; all the ingredients for a good day out.
This homely place has two chefs to its credit and the food reflects their skill and hard work, the menu being varied and remarkably good value for money. The cooking is mainly British with continental influences and the menu includes lunches and cream teas as well as dinners, all of which are delicious.

This is a place visited by those in the know, perhaps as part of a trip to see the Anderton Boat Lift nearby, an engineering triumph, or to take a leisurely trip on a canal boat down to nearby Northwich, or perhaps to walk in nearby parkland or along the canal bank. Look at the pictures in the Gallery too section to get an idea of the place.
Whatever your reason for calling, part of it at least should be gastronomic, for the food on offer is worth the journey in itself.

Bear in mind, however, that the area can get busy on sunny days, so booking, while not essential, is advised, especially for evening meals.

If you do have to wait a short while explore the surroundings and see the contrast of industry and nature – it really is well marked in this area.
