Situated in Teesdale near to Barnard Castle and on a quiet road just off the busy A66, the Morritt Arms has a great deal going for it.  Placed on a historic site and once a coaching inn of distinction, the area has more recent claims to fame and was visited by Charles Dickens in 1839 when he was researching the book which was to become Nicholas Nickelby. Originally owned by the Morritt family, who now reside in splendid Rokeby Park close by, and in the hands of the current owners since 1994, the Morritt Arms exudes an air of quality and solidity well in keeping with its surroundings.

Passing under the porch once used to shelter coach passengers in inclement weather we entered a traditional building more like a large country house than anything else, with comfortable lounges and several bar and dining areas as well as extensive gardens. 

We were greeted by helpful and efficient staff who soon provided us with our afternoon tea – taken in the lounge and with the proper use of traditional china tea set complete with three tier cake and sandwich stand…as was fitting in these surroundings. The tea was substantial and reasonable in cost, with ample food and drink for our party…refills of the teapot being called for and rapidly being brought.

There is little doubt that this would be a good place for a more substantial lunch or evening meal as the menu was quite extensive and reasonably priced – but we cannot comment at this time as we could not stay but had to continue our journey. Suffice it to say that in the near future we shall be in the area again and the hotel of our choice will be the Morritt Arms.

Whether it is historic buildings, museums, walking or touring holidays in the area the Morritt Arms is somewhere you should not miss and its convenient location and traditional values should appeal to a wide range of customers. Call in and see for yourselves!
