This pleasant country pub, nestling in the quiet village of Haughton Moss, has adorned the village for a long time. There was an ale house here in 1629 and since then things have steadily improved, particularly since the current owners took over (rather more recently), winning the 2006 award of Cheshire Dining Pub of the Year. 

These standards have clearly been sustained and built upon (in every sense), so now the interior of the inn matches its pretty exterior….but it is still a locally owned and managed enterprise and all the better for that.
 In the midst of the countryside, the inn is best reach by using its website directions from the A49 or A534 and parking is straightforward in the designated pub car park, so no difficulties there.

Warmly greeted by friendly staff, we were soon made to feel at home and quickly made our selections from a quite varied menu. After a suitable wait our meals arrived and proved to be both tasty and filling, with good portion size – in fact, good all-round ‘pub grub’, always welcome in these days of pretentious or micro waved offerings.

We had really rather stumbled upon this inn – but we were very glad that we had found it and would certainly recommend that you call in when near the area…it will be worth the detour!
