Travelling along the road from Longridge to Hurst Green in rural Lancashire it is possible to discern (from the road at Knowle Green) a white building higher up the hill, less well known than some nearby hostelries because of its position. Taking a turn at the next junction towards the hills will allow two things, a magnificent view of the Ribble valley on a clear day – and access to the Newdrop Inn, the aforementioned white building.

A spacious Inn, complete with a large restaurant and a big car park soon come into view and it is no accident that that car park soon fills with local people and those in the know. Certainly it is well worth making a short detour for the view alone, but also for good food and good value for money.

Quite an imposing building but unpretentious inside, the refurbished bar/lounge area is extensive and comfortable, with welcoming and helpful staff soon making us at home.
Selecting from a menu of good ‘pub grub’ at lunchtime we soon had a large helping of our choice, well presented and containing local produce, as one would expect in this rural area. Flavours were clear and uncomplicated and we certainly felt we had good value for money – a feeling clearly shared by the many customers who had made the journey to the Inn.

The impression we were left with was one of efficiency and quality, with a hint of the better things which could well be available in the restaurant of an evening. We will certainly be back soon to find out if we were right and would advise you to call in when in the area or touring the Lancashire Fells in the district.
