Can you see the Scottish Flag in the Midnight Sun above? Well considering this is the most northerly Hotel and restaurant on mainland Britain just above the beautiful sandy cove of Dunnet Bay, this is a common sight! Not only does this hotel have wonderful food and a homely atmosphere it also boasts it’s very own Church, in its car park. More like the other way round, as this Church is from the 1400’s and the Hotel being much younger. Nobody can miss this hotel as it is the only one in a five mile drive looking for civilisation. Don’t despair, the comfortable surroundings and the friendly people will make you feel special. I ate there for two meals, one in the evening and the fish was tremendous and again for Sunday lunch in their well stocked Carvery. Not expensive and very good value for money.

Leave your car in the carpark and go up the road a short distance and turn north to visit Mary-Ann’s Cottage, a wonderful glimpse of a hard life as a crofter with peat and the sea for an income.
