The Old Trooper, one of the Harvester chain of inns, may be found on the A41 near to its junction with the A55 at Chester. The inn has been largely refurbished in recent times but has retained much of its character. It is also well placed at the side of the canal and so caters for the passing trade this means of transport provides – and each seems to be happy with the result.

Parking is straightforward and entry from the traditional exterior brings you into contact with friendly and efficient staff. It didn’t take long to select a seat and we soon found that the menu on offer was both interesting and varied, with something to suit all tastes and pockets.
The food itself was of good ‘pub grub’ standard, tasty and large in portion. A pleasant surprise was when it came to pay the bill as we found that our meals had been good value or money.

This is not perhaps somewhere for a gourmet meal, but certainly is somewhere well worth a visit and a good advertisement for the Harvester chain of inns.
