Travelling through the area seeking out places of historic interest and good places to eat, we came upon Lyddington, near the A6003not far from Uppingham and Corby. Not only was the place extremely pretty, but the food was very good and very reasonably priced. There’s even a Petanque court, should you wish to indulge.

Parking in the large car park is easy, and then one enters a truly traditional pub, as most of the main building is unchanged…and a welcome thing that is in this day and age. Selecting a place to sit in the small dining area (others are available); we made ourselves comfortable and selected our food from an interesting menu.

Within a short time the food arrived, mainly local produce and prepared with talent and care so that each individual flavour could be tasted as well the overall blend. No surprise, then, that the place soon filled up with locals and discerning travellers, for this is a place worth travelling to find.

The bill, when it came, was extremely reasonable, and the overall atmosphere of the place calls us back at another time.
