Situated at the side of the Shropshire Union Canal and clearly signposted off the re-routed Chester Road, the Olde Barbridge Inn is clearly a place with a history. Parking is easy in the car parks on either side of the inn and a short walk brings you to the main entrance.

Inside, the inn is traditional in layout, but with additional garden and conservatory areas fronting onto the canal towpath. The décor is really as one would expect, with exposed beams and old photographs etc, but clean and comfy nonetheless.

When we arrived for our meal the place was filled with locals and those who were taking a break from a canal cruise holiday, but this is an area where people do actually live on their canal barges, so undoubtedly some of these locals were also present.

We chose a table with a canal view and ordered our drinks and food from the usual kind of pub grub menu and watched the activity on the canal until the friendly staff brought our meals.

The meals themselves were tasty and of good pub grub standard – and available in large portions, to suit hefty canal-side appetites….and when we came to pay the bill we found that they were also very reasonable in price.
This isn’t somewhere to visit if you want a gourmet meal, but if you are looking for a real inn serving real food to real people, without pretension but with care and character this is worthy of your time….and then you can do as we did and make your way down the towpath to the nearby Barbridge Marina, or just chat to the people on the barges.

Try it and see for yourselves.
