Drive through the magnificent North Yorkshire scenery to Nidderdale, and thence to Pateley Bridge. Stop for a while in the village and you’ll get a surprise, not only at the age and architecture of some of the older buildings, but also at the array of quality goods on offer from serious shops.

One of these is the shop pictured, once the front room of an old cottage, then a sweetshop for well over a hundred years. The building hasn’t changed much and is worth a visit on its own, but the range of sweets, more ancient than modern is guaranteed to revive the most jaded of taste buds and bring back fond memories.

This is somewhere you must visit if you have a sweet tooth – and don’t forget its up-to-date associate just at the top of the road, where modern day high quality chocolates are sold.
