The simplest way to find this large and comfortable hotel is to come away from the main A55 North Wales route and then follow the A525 through St Asaph itself towards Denbigh….not at all as complex as this might sound.

Driving into the car park of this four star establishment, we parked at the front of the building rather than at the side where there is ample space for large numbers of visitors. On the day we called we found ourselves ushered into the Conservatory restaurant area while other dining areas were in preparation for an evening celebration.

Seated comfortably and with drinks provided by attentive staff we were thus able to enjoy a good meal whilst watching guests arrive for this event – ‘people watching’ as well as dining on this day.

The hotel itself is quite luxurious and fully justifies its rating, with all the usual facilities one would expect in such an establishment, such as a lounge area near the conservatory…where some of the new arrivals took coffee whilst waiting for their friends. 

When our meals arrived they proved to be substantial, tasty and very well presented – so it didn’t take us long to wolf them down – all the while admiring the snowy scene in the hotel grounds nearby. Clearly this is somewhere well appreciated by the locals and by visitors alike – we have passed this way before and found it to be very busy, so our ‘drop in’ call was most opportune on this occasion.
We would certainly recommend that you call in here – but do take the time to check on how busy the place is, as booking could well be a good idea, especially for evening dining.

After we left the hotel we made our leisurely way back along the snowy roads of the area, admiring (from a safe distance) the beautiful scenery…visit the area and see it for yourselves.
