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In order to find this place you have to be prepared to make a detour from the A515 Buxton to Ashbourne road and head for Longnor. 
Perched on a sharp bend, with a car park at the side of the pub and commanding good views of the area, is something that looks like just any country pub.

The people of the local area know better, however, and so do an increasing number of discriminating visitors. This is somewhere which is starting to make itself a justifiably fine reputation, and which is therefore increasingly in demand.

The food here is classic British in style, with generous helpings and dishes to suit a variety of tastes. Prices are very reasonable and the atmosphere first-rate, a place which the staff make friendly and personal without ever intruding. Local people too will pass the time of day as country people will as the conversation moves to the local area. We once drove around for an hour just to return and have a meal here – but that’s no hardship in the Derbyshire Dales, and our sharpened appetites were well taken care of.

What are the drawbacks, then? You have to go a little out of your way to find the place, but that can easily be part of the charm of the day –and with increasing popularity and limited parking available travellers would be well advised to book in advance.

You should find the visit a time well spent – and if you encounter the family’s young sheepdog Storm you will be charmed. But don’t throw a beer mat for her to fetch – it’s a game she likes too well to stop after the first few attempts!
