Overlooking the scenic Pavilion Gardens in the spa town of Buxton is a Cafe which serves breakfasts containing much produce which is obtained locally. The menu has a reasonable choice depending on your appetite but our reviewer chose the full breakfast. 
  The coffee came soon after the order was given and the breakfast was brought to the table within 15 minutes. The two slices of bacon from Gamelea Farm were lightly flavoured and the sausage lightly but distinctly seasoned. The black pudding won a first prize at Bakewell Show but we have tasted puddings from other areas where this breakfast item was more strongly seasoned. The two flat grilled mushrooms were from Ashbourne and added to the flavours as did the grilled tomatoes. You could even taste the tomato sauce the baked beans were cooked in. Our reviewer had extra sausages as they had declined the hash browns which were also available as part of the menu. The poached egg had a yolk that was just strong enough to taste.
 Each of the flavours completed the meal and made it a reasonable breakfast. It came complete with 2 wedges of toast with butter.
 We could certainly recommend the breakfast, taken as it was in a room that had at 2 levels with 232 seats, though there were only a few people in there at the time our reviewer called.
