We visited the Peacock on the recommendation of a friend – and just to be certain we took them along with us for lunch! This luxury hotel, recently bought and refurbished by the owners of nearby Haddon Hall, is situated just off the main A6 road which runs through to Matlock and is thus both easy to find and well worth the effort. 

Parking was easy in the ample hotel car park nearby and we were soon entering through the front of the building and being greeted by helpful and friendly staff who gave excellent and unobtrusive service throughout, deserving to be commended for their efforts.  

The striking exterior gives a hint of the stylish areas and furnishings inside, from the interesting bar area to which we were first shown to the carefully set out dining areas and the comfortable lounge which we visited later. Even the facilities provided for the ladies (always a telling factor) proved to be of superior quality…..or so we were told! The overall impression given by the hotel was one of comfortable relaxation in a quality environment where unhurried good service in all areas was assured – and so it proved to be.
After making our selection from the interesting and quite varied menu we were seated in one of the dining areas …with a member of staff (clearly well briefed) even answering questions about the portraits on the walls of the room. When our meals arrived they proved to be tasty and substantial , the chef and their brigade clearly knowing just what was required in terms of amounts and flavours on an early Autumn day and utilising local ingredients and game to ensure quality.

Moving to the lounge area for tea/coffee was again a satisfying experience…and it was evident as we lingered over this element of the meal that time was not a factor and that good service prevailed.

We recommend this place highly and think that it is not somewhere to miss when in the area – so note its position from the website and be sure to call in…though booking in advance would certainly be recommended as it is well known to local inhabitants and well frequented as a result.
