It’s not often we follow the exhortations of a sign at the roadside and visit a pub for that reason, but driving through the area we thought that we’d give it a try. The exterior seemed well kept and traditional and a large car park (full when we’d passed earlier that day- another good sign) beckoned us in.

Inside, the Inn was as expected, traditional panelling and carpets in a large dining area, with bar and games rooms nearby and a beer garden outside. Clearly a place used a lot by the local population.

The staff were very friendly and helpful, though it was late afternoon, taking our orders from quite a large menu and setting aside a good table.

The food soon arrived and was the good pub grub you might expect – in short just what we wanted at that time of the day – and both well prepared and reasonably priced.

This was obviously an Inn wishing to expand its food trade and making a very good attempt at doing just that. Gourmet it wasn’t, but nor were the prices, and we went away satisfied.

If you’re in the area and see the sign take the short detour from the main road – you’ll find a good meal in pleasant local surroundings.
