You have to know this inn is there in order to find it, although it’s only a short detour (towards Leyland) from the main Chorley – Southport road. Having driven into the countryside for a short distance one comes upon a large car park and a promising-looking inn.

This is the sort of place that was once traditional in all respects, but which has now been taken over by a modernising influence, so the building is extended in a new/old amalgam, pleasant enough, but typical of the genre. Similarly there is an outdoor dining area and children’s’ play area for use in the hot summer weather.

The menu is quite extensive, consisting mainly of the usual pub grub and with something for every taste at a reasonable price, but the specials on offer seemed tempting, so we opted for one of those…and they were adequate but no more.

The food was available promptly and in large amounts, but its presentation was rather unusual and uninspired, so here the term ‘special’ was something of a misnomer, although the meal was cooked well enough.

Perhaps we were being super critical having recently eaten at both traditional home-cooking restaurants and gastro-pubs, but this appeared to be not of that standard in any respect.  
This then appears to be the sort of inn for an ordinary family outing – and nothing wrong with that – but not really the place to seek out for that special meal or atmosphere. The place was full enough and the customers well enough pleased (which is why it’s included here, albeit provisionally), so it must be doing most things right.
