The Plough Inn, situated on the A40 just outside Llandeilo and in the scenic Towy valley, is quite a find. Traditional on the outside and modern on the inside, it is gaining a well-deserved reputation as a fine eating place.

Parking in the ample car park at the side of the Inn (also a hotel) and making our way into the building we were a little unsure of what we would find, but a warm welcome from the staff and a quick glance around showed quality in all areas. With a comfortable lounge and two well appointed dining areas, one a well constructed conservatory, our only problem was in deciding which area to use, eventually settling on the conservatory, which gave good views of the surrounding countryside.
Making our selection from the interesting menu proved no easy task as the tasty fare, much of it of local origin, all looked tempting. Selection made, our meals arrived after a short wait and proved to be delicious and well presented. Clearly a lot of care has gone into making the Plough Inn somewhere special – and it is effort which is showing a dividend in all respects.
