The Plough Inn, Wigglesworth, Skipton, North Yorkshire

The first thing to note about this Inn is its location. The correct postal address has been shown, but it’s actually 12miles from Skipton, 4miles from Settle, and about 2miles from the village of Long Preston.

As a result it is most easily accessible from the main Skipton – Settle road via Long Preston, perhaps as you’re en route to the delights of the moorlands nearby.

We came to this Inn by a different route altogether, through beautiful villages like Slaidburn and Newton, having crossed from Lancashire via the Trough of Bowland and the Inn made a perfect stop near the end of such a scenic journey.

Pulling up at the front of the traditional building (there is another car park at the side) access was easy and we were met with a warm welcome. Seated in a lounge area we were able to ponder the interesting menu and look at the range of local produce available. 

This is an Inn building its gastronomic reputation, and the chef and his brigade are doing well, drawing in customers from a wide area as well as tourists staying nearby.

The meal, when it arrived after a short wait (each meal is prepared individually) was delicious, with interesting flavours, well served and presented within the airy Harlequin conservatory restaurant. Having eaten the meal and looked at the panoramic views it was time to leave and pay the bill. A pleasant surprise awaited here, as the meal we had chosen represented exceptional value for money. Other items on the menu were more expensive, but a careful choice would make the journey worthwhile simply on a value for money level.

Well satisfied we made our way in the evening light back to the main road at nearby Long Preston and negotiating the difficult junction smoothly returned to the major road system.

This is a place to visit if in the area – and to make a detour for if you are not. Call in soon.
