 Not far from the main A41 road in the heart of rural Cheshire a little detour will lead you to the Plough inn. This establishment has had a chequered history in recent times, first built up as a well known gastro pub, then left derelict for a while, then restored as an ordinary inn and now trying to regain its former glory. It seems that rising rental charges and staff changes led to these alterations in status, but now key staff have returned to re-establish the plough’s reputation.

We were unaware of the full details of the case as we pulled into the large car park at the rear of the building and made our way into the traditional interior. Greeted by helpful staff we were soon seated at our table and making our selections from an interesting menu. It wasn’t long before our meals arrived and they proved to be substantial and very tasty and at reasonable prices – so the key elements of a return to quality are clearly present.
At the moment things seem to be rather in a state of flux, but it could well be that now is the time to take advantage of the situation and call in for what will surely be an expanding and improving level of service.
