The Plough, The Roe, St Asaph, Denbighshire

Situated not far from the main A55 through the area and on the way into the town, the Plough is easy to find…and with a large car park at its side is also an easy place to visit.

That hadn’t been the way of it in St Asaph, however, as our first visit was to a town centre inn with a prominent ‘restaurant’ sign….but we were told they didn’t do food and the pub we were referred to didn’t look to be of our usual quality. We left the town to find a large and well-appointed hotel on the Denbigh road – full of people at a function. The manager was politeness itself and very helpful (so we will certainly be back there in the future) and his recommendation led us to the Plough.

The Plough is a very interesting place and undergoing a transformation at the moment. Lots of money and care are being spent to turn it into a main venue for the town, with a new restaurant (unfortunately unavailable when we called) and many other new facilities worthy of note. We settled into the Paddock bar area, warm and with character (it took us a moment to work out that the tables weren’t numbered but named after racehorses), clearly somewhere where groups of all ages could find a place and be welcome. 
When we examined the menu it became yet more interesting. There were the usual inn ‘staple’ meals, but here the owners were making an extra effort at stocking local produce and were clearly proud of their progress towards becoming a Gastro-pub…one of the few in that area.

We made our selections and within a short time they had arrived – and very tasty they proved to be, served without fuss but with appropriate attention to detail.

The impression that we were left with was that this was a venture making progress but still with some way to go – some of the items on the menu offered rather unusual combinations of flavours, for example. Certainly if you are in the area and want a dining experience which is good, value for money and a little out of the ordinary then this is a place to go. We will call back again in the near future and see how things are progressing in this promising venture – and would recommend that you call in and let us know your views in due course.
