We called in to the Pooley Bridge Inn after a day spent exploring Ullswater and the area surrounding the Lake. It had been a good day, with not too many tourists and quiet landscapes to enjoy. The, in the evening, the mist came down. As you can tell from the picture, the Inn was a warm and welcoming sight and so it proved to be.

The Inn is in the main square of Pooley Bridge, really just a small village, a centre for tourism and Lake steamer trips in the season and so popular with travellers and walkers alike. The village retains its character at this time of year, with local people predominating.

We wanted nothing more than a warm area in which to drink coffee and chat before making our way homeward – we got this, with a warm welcome and good service too.

The coffee arrived promptly to our chosen part of the dining area, decorated with local scenes and items of interest. The service was efficient but not intrusive, leaving us to chat and assess our day.
The costs here were minimal, but the Inn was clearly geared up to deal with a much wider range of options, all at reasonable prices for such an area.

After a relaxing interval it was time to go out into the mist and on to the busy motorway, only a few miles away at Penrith, and it wasn’t until we got home that I noticed something in the literature for the Inn. In giving details of the accommodation tariff it states that there is a rate for a four poster (with balcony)…boy, that must be a big bed….or perhaps it has another meaning?

The Pooley Bridge Inn is a place well worth a visit, with easy parking in its grounds, a good menu choice and reasonable prices.
