Driving along the lesser known roads between Lancaster and Preston, en route from Glasson Dock, we came upon the intriguing sight shown in the picture and just had to investigate.

It turned out that this relatively new restaurant is part of a larger complex which contains a café, a farm shop and an ice-cream factory, though you wouldn’t think so at first.

The buildings are clearly new, renovated or modernised, for calm and quality abound. Parking is readily available on-site, as it must be on this quite busy but relatively narrow road, where you need to take care that you don’t simply drive past. And this is one of those places where stop you must. We were lucky and called in just before mid-day on Sunday…relatively quiet, we thought…but within half an hour the place was nearly full, for reasons which will become obvious.

The dining area is spacious and well furnished, with a lounge area, exposed beams and an upstairs gallery…so that’s where we went.

Helpful and attentive staff saw to the ordering of food and drinks from a generous menu and these arrived promptly. The food was of very good quality, with much local produce in evidence as you would expect in such a location.

Not only was the meal of high quality, it was also remarkably low cost, representing exceptional value for money- no wonder the place filled so quickly!

Don’t just call in here, make a detour to take it in, and do it soon, before it gets too well known and the prices rise – it will be well worth your journey.

After an excellent meal we looked in at the farm shop (reviewed elsewhere on this site) and made our way home well pleased.
