I was told by a local in Katy, Texas that the beach at Galveston was not that interesting as it is long, straight and uninspiring with cloudy seas which are never clear due to the sand being stirred up by the waters of the Gulf of Mexico. I still went. It was the very fact that the City of Galveston is half on the American mainland in the State of Texas, and half on a sandbank thus giving it the title of Galveston Island; this is why I wanted to see it for myself. The map of Texas shows the 110 mile long sandbank and it protects Texas from raging seas and weather, it should be regarded highly by all southern Texans and so must be worth a visit.
Then there was the prospect of eating in the most audacious restaurant ever, The Rainforest Cafe, a prospect much like the jewel in a crown for me and The Secret Diner. Audacious is a big claim, and as you will see is quite true.
Imaging a themed restaurant built on hydraulic dampers, with a concrete mountain as its exterior building, then insert huge see-through fish tanks, perfectly constructed animated animals in full scale, a sound system to blow out your ear drums…the most effective drums I have ever heard. Now get an expert computer programmer to bring all these factors together and make them come alive. Every thirty minutes the lights go down, the earth rumbles, an earth quake is beginning. The Elephants and Gorillas become agitated; the drums begin to beat a warning of imminent danger through the forest which surrounds the diners. The diners pick up their drinks as the floor shakes, the conversations have gone, the excitement of fairground rides is all around, the restaurant is in the middle of an earthquake and all are scared. Suddenly with a flash of lightning and a roar of thunder the whole effect stops, the lights flicker and come back on, steam rises in the trees and the animals calm down.
The dining audience stand up and applaud; the remaining children who are not hiding under the tables begin to cheer. This is the Rainforest Cafe, a must for families visiting Texas but it is extremely popular, so be sure to book a table well in advance of your visit.
What about the food then?
I was quite happy to pay the bill as I entered just for the experience, but became aware that the food was also great. You should know me by now, the Fish and Chip expert and when I saw that there was this delicacy on the menu there was nothing that would have stopped me from ordering it. Whilst the rest of my party were indulging themselves with steak under heavenly sauces, there was I staring at a wonderful sight, beer battered cat fish with golden brown fries and a tub of dip. It was one of the best fish and chip meals I have ever had and it may even top Great Eccleston Chippy near Blackpool, Lancashire thanks to the computer genius who had made the Rainforest’s environment.
The service was instant, all soft drinks topped up until we left and the cost was only slightly more that a conventional restaurant serving the same type of food.
After this meal you what you should do next is walk to the Old Town and see the luxurious cruise ships in the docks, at the beginning or end of three week cruises, an inspiring sight to be see. 
Yes the sea is cloudy, yes the beach is straight and uninspiring, but also this place is a wonder to be seen, so go and see it.
