Travelling between Todmorden and Burnley in Lancashire it is possible to pass through the Cliviger Gorge, a spectacular left over from the Ice Age. At the Burnley end of the gorge you come upon the Ram Inn.

It is good to look at, fronted in local stone and opposite the village church. It has a large car park and a good view of the surrounding area, all plus points.

Inside it becomes fairly anonymous, part of a good pub chain and with good pub food, but in spite of the efforts of the attentive staff you know you’re in a group division.

The food is good, chosen from a limited menu, but with items like Cheddar Mash to enhance the flavours – though this didn’t seem to do too much on my visits. Plain food, well cooked was the original option here and it may still be found.
This is the sort of place you’d bring your young family not the place for a special occasion, but it’s none the worse for that.

Prices are very reasonable and the portions are large, although ‘small plate’ options are available.

If you’re sightseeing and wish to call in for a light meal this could be the place- if you want more sophistication there are other areas nearby that offer more.

Worth a try.
