The Red Lion Inn, nr. New Radnor, Powys, Mid Wales.
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It had been one of those days when things had not gone to plan and the end result was that we were driving along the A44 from Builth Wells to New Radnor when we were overtaken by the pangs of hunger.

Fortunately the place where we alighted was the Red Lion Inn – a place which turned out to be just right. Parking was easy in the large car park alongside the inn and we made our way into the traditional interior. Greeted by friendly staff we soon found ourselves sitting in a pleasant conservatory area and looking at a quite extensive menu whilst sipping our drinks.

After a short wait our food arrived and it was of good pub grub standard, available in large amounts and tasty. Clearly this was properly home made food, without a microwave in sight and the chef and his brigade deserved praise for their work.

The inn is a pleasant place and well worth a visit – and you can then do as we did and explore the nearby countryside in this wild and perhaps a little out of the way part of Wales.

Call in at the Red Lion and try both the food and the value for money which it offers – you will not be disappointed.
