The reason we, and probably many others, selected this pub was its location. It’s situated within the famed Avebury stone circle and is reputed to be a place haunted by several ghosts.

Having arrived after quite a long drive, however, we were interested in the food rather than anything else, at least at first.

This is a typical busy pub, albeit with a special location, so it would be wrong to expect anything other than typical pub food and service – for this is precisely what we got.

The first thing was to find a table, then to attract the attention of a member of staff – eventually I fetched one from another area, not a good first impression. The food and drinks arrived promptly and were tasty and reasonably priced, fulfilling a need for fuel rather than a gourmet experience.

The impression given was of staff dealing with busy times and lots of customers, so while including this pub in the food section we would recommend light meals only at busy times, with perhaps a future visit to determine a more relaxed regime in the evenings.

It is a place worth visiting, and then spend a little time looking at the Avebury stones and village- and let us know what you think!
