Cheddar Gorge is spectacular and draws in many visitors throughout the year – and situated in the town itself, near a road junction, so care is needed, we came upon the Riverside Inn. Parking was easy in the designated car park at the side of the inn and access to the various elements of the inn is straightforward. The inn contains a traditional pub, a conservatory area etc and outside there is an alfresco dining area as well as a garden and a children’s play area…..in short, facilities for all kinds of visitors.

We called in during a slack time between busy lunch and evening services, but were quickly greeted by friendly and helpful staff, so we were soon seated in the conservatory area with drinks of our choice and an interesting menu.

As with many places in such a tourist-driven location the food on offer was mainly classifiable as ‘good pub grub’…but it was none the worse for that.  Lots of local produce is used in the production of the meals – unsurprising in what is a rural area where much is available easily.

Having made our selections there was a wait as the meals were individually prepared (and, as we suspected, the kitchen staff changed to the evening shift), but service was generally of a good standard throughout, with care being taken in all areas.
Our meals themselves were of good quality and well worth the reasonable cost they incurred, being really as we had expected in such an inn – indeed, there were some very tempting special offers available too, had we wished to take advantage of them.

Having satisfied our hunger we made our way outside to take in the splendour of the scenery and were fortunate that at this time of day most visitors would have departed, leaving the views uninterrupted.

We liked the Riverside Inn for its unpretentious nature and for the facilities it had on offer to the whole family…and, of course, for its good food – and we would recommend that you call in there when in the area.
