Many inns which are to be found next to busy main roads tend to cater for numbers rather than quality – this certainly is not the case with the Riverside Inn. Situated about seven miles from Shrewsbury on the main A458 towards Bridgenorth, the Riverside Inn is just that, making very good use of its site, on a scenic bend of the River Severn.

Pulling into the large car park gives little indication of this as the buildings and trees screen the view from the main road, but closer inspection reveals gardens and the scenic outlook at the rear of the inn.

The inn itself is very well appointed, with a warm welcome, several space and carefully decorated lounge areas and several options for dining areas. Service is swift and friendly without being intrusive, as at the best places.
The menu is extensive but not expensive, with much local produce in evidence, as might be expected in the midst of a farming area and next to a major river. Having made our choice from the menu there was but a short wait until our food arrived, and the speed with which the inn filled up gave a good indication of its reputation with the local people.
The meals themselves were well cooked and tasty, with an interesting mix of flavours and available options adding to the ambience and offering very good value for money.

We thoroughly enjoyed the time we spent at the Riverside Inn and would certainly recommend it to others – though in the summer months or at popular times booking is a good idea.

Take the time to enjoy the meal and just a little more to enjoy the setting – the inn should certainly increase its reputation as time goes on.
