The Rock Tavern, Glossop Rd, MarpleBridge, Cheshire

Situated on the old moorland road between Marple and Glossop, the Rock Tavern was first recorded as a pub back in 1857. A lot has changed since then, but the welcome is still warm and the views just as spectacular and a large car park allows ease of access on this narrow and busy road.

Once inside the snug stone-built tavern the modernised interior hints at its past but offers warm and comfortable accommodation, with a choice of several dining areas. We called at Saturday lunchtime and were lucky to find a free table, so bear that in mind when thinking of a meal at this location. We made our choice from the quite extensive menu of lighter bites and more substantial meals (actually from the interesting ‘Specials’ board) and after a short wait our meals arrived.

They were well made and well presented, with some local produce being used to good effect and large helpings staving off the pangs of hunger. This was food which fell into the ‘good pub grub’ category, but given the price it was certainly very good value for money.
Recently taken over by new management, this looks like a place which is building a good reputation – and for good reason. Certainly we would recommend that you call in – but do book first if it is likely to be at a busy time as the tavern filled up very quickly on the day of our visit.

After our meal we continued our progress through the Cheshire/Derbyshire borderlands, detouring to little places like Rowarth at the top of the moors and seeing the true face of the area away from the towns. Try it yourselves if you like grand, if rather bleak scenery.
