Situated at a crossroads on the main A635 road not far from Greenfield railway station, the Royal George is a typical straightforward, no-frills pub.

Parking is easy, with a large car park on a slope at the side of the inn, though care has to be taken when leaving as the traffic can be a minor problem. The inn itself is similar to many, with a bar area and a separate restaurant extension which was not in use at the time of our visit.

Greeted by friendly staff when we entered, we found few other customers, but having obtained our drinks and given a food order we made our way to a small area near a real fire – a warm location on a cold day.

There was a wait until our food arrived, so we were able to look at the usual ‘chain’ pub interior, comfortable but unexceptional…and throughout our time at the inn we felt welcome but rather isolated as no-one enquired after our comfort – then, during or after our meals…so some front of house improvements could be made.
The food itself was good and available in large portions and at reasonable cost…but certainly there was nothing out of the ordinary in any respect. We completed our meal in relative silence (by now we had been joined by a few other customers, including a sales rep who spent some time on the mobile phone), but the air about the place remained listless.

The overall impression which we gained was that a) we had struck an unfortunate quiet time…and b) that this was a place which could do with an input of energy. It was significant, perhaps, that in finding out more about this place we came across details of events which they organise on a regular basis….so perhaps things are on the up after all.

If in the area and with a need for sustenance do call in to this inn, but be prepared for the fact that it is likely to be unexceptional though satisfactory…hence our ‘provisional’ rating.
