 The first thing you notice about this hotel is its imposing frontage. Situated in centre of the picturesque market town of Dolgellau (it still has markets and farmers’ markets on a regular basis) the Royal Ship gives off an air of solidity well matched by the building’s modernized interior. This renovation has taken place relatively recently and the standing of the hotel has improved as a result.

The hotel has several dining areas and quite a wide ranging menu, food being available throughout the day. The food is well prepared and presented and offers good value for money, giving hungry travelers the sustenance they need. There are other establishments not too far away which can offer something extra for a very special occasion, but their prices reflect their more scenic surroundings and so there is no real conflict of roles.
Service here is good, with comfortable rooms that lend themselves to relaxed meals and it is the sort of place to which you could bring young family members without difficulty.

A place, then, for a good meal followed by an exploration of the area or a drive to the beauties of the nearby coast – but beware if you  spend the night on Cader Idris, for it is said that those who sit in Idris’ Chair will either end up dead or as a poet the following day.

A town of charm and legend, well worth visiting.
