Saughall Massie is a village on the Wirral which has retained some of its character in spite of the urbanisation nearby and is worth the diversion from your usual routes to find. 
The Saughall itself is typical of many of the inns to be found in such places….but with some good features which lift it a little way above the more run of the mill inns nearby.

Parking is easy in the large car park to the rear of the building and in parking we were able to note the large garden area with facilities which youngsters would enjoy – not something you always get in ‘urban’ inns.

Entering the traditional pub interior we were greeted by friendly staff and were able to select a table of our choice. Soon supplied with drinks, we made our selection from a typical pub grub menu and after a short wait our food arrived.

It was at this point that we came to the reason for our visit, for we had been told that the food was very good, home cooked (for the most part) and a cut above the usual…..and so it proved to be.

The ingredients used were fresh and mainly local and the food properly prepared (hence the wait) so that even the peas tasted (for once) like the real garden peas we liked and not some frozen items.

The remainder of the meals were of the same standard, so we are happy to recommend a visit here – but be aware that this is a pub with good food and not a restaurant. However, one advantage of this is that our meals were very reasonably priced indeed, so this was another pleasant surprise.
We have reason to think that weekends and some evenings are busy, so it would be as well to ring up and book in advance.

We think that the Saughall deserves to do well and should only improve with more customers, so give it a try and let us know what you think in due course.
