Thornton Hough is an interesting rural village on the Wirral, one of Lord Lever’s workers’ villages, with carefully planned and (for the time) advanced ideas of housing. The place itself is well worth a visit for many of its features, from the church to the Stores to the Blacksmith’s shop….and if you do visit you should call in at the Seven Stars, a no-nonsense traditional pub.

Parking was relatively straightforward in the small car park next to the pub – as the inn dates from the 1840s car parks weren’t a feature at that time – but there is ample parking on the road nearby. 

One nice feature we noticed at once was that in the tastefully modernised interior (which retains both character and open fires) easy access had been made for visitors with disabilities…always a good thing to find.

Greeted by helpful staff, we were soon seated with drinks at a table of our choice and looking at a typical ‘pub grub’ type menu. Having made our food choices it wasn’t long before our meals arrived and they proved to be as we had expected, good simple food but also good value for money.

We enjoyed our meal as it was apparent the other customers were doing and then moved on to explore the village and surrounding area – places rather unexpected and off the beaten track, but well worth a visit.
We recommend the Seven Stars as a typical traditional pub – so don’t expect gourmet meals, frills and fuss – what you see is what you get, good food and good value for money….always worth finding in these days of hype and financial constraint.

Try it for yourselves and see – then explore the area as we did.
