This is a place you’ll want to visit again and again. Situated in Hurst Green, home of the Stoneyhurst College, the hotel has a long and distinguished history. In order to reach it you take the ‘back’ road between Clitheroe and Longridge, the B6243 and after driving through some very scenic areas you reach the village of Hurst Green, with its row of old alms houses and one or two Ivy-covered pubs.

Pull into the hotel car park (limited room only) and then go into the hotel proper. You will find a comfortable bar/ lounge area, warmed in winter by real fires, with comfy armchairs and with newspapers and magazines provided. Should you wish to do so you might have your lunch in the adjacent small dining area, but there are several dining rooms available for larger parties or an evening meal.
The menu here is extensive and reflects both the quality of the hotel and the produce available locally. The chef and his team have done well to produce a range of tasty and interesting courses suitable for all tastes and pockets, so it’s no surprise to find that locals and discerning travellers swell the hotel’s customer list.

The staff are friendly and helpful, creating the right kind of homely luxury we would all like to become accustomed to – they don’t intrude, but anticipate at appropriate times.
After a suitably satisfying lunch or dinner you can explore the area, visiting the local market town of Clitheroe or finding out more about the history of Stoneyhurst and its Tolkien and Conan-Doyle connections.
