We haven’t visited this establishment the requisite three times, so the rating given has to be provisional, but what we saw impressed us and its popularity appears to be well founded.
It’s actually easier to find this pub by canal rather than by road, as the building was originally used as a warehouse for the canal just outside. This is the Shropshire Union Canal, and the pub name comes from the old horse-drawn barge which was salvaged and used as a feature in the bar area.

To find the pub by road you could use the A500 from the M6 and then the A529 to the edge of Audlem – just as you enter the town and the bridge over the canal look out on your left for a sign to The Wharf – past a pub called the Bridge, that’s where you’ll find the Shroppie Fly.

The location is interesting, the surroundings very pleasant and the interior cool and full of character. It’s also usually quite busy, and given the quality of the food this is not surprising.

The food is pub food of a superior quality, in generous helpings and served by efficient staff. There is a limited range on offer, but more than enough for most tastes, with some interesting Oriental offerings.

There is ample car parking available and a small garden area – it’s the sort of place children can appreciate too, so a family trip would certainly be in order. Interesting data about the Canal is prominently displayed outside, and there are many countryside and canal bank walks to enjoy, as well as the scenic town.

The only difficulty we encountered was to find the pub within Audlem, but this was a minor matter, and shouldn’t deter anyone.

We will return in the future (anonymously, of course and unannounced) and post the results of our call.

In the meantime, give it a try.
