The Sparling is easy to find, being on the main A6 route north from Preston to Lancaster and sited opposite a noted local business – Barton Grange. Parking is easy in the large car park to the side and the rear of the building, so access to the modern and spacious interior is straightforward. Greeted by helpful staff we were shown to a table – despite the fact that we had not booked previously and that there was a Tribute event on at the same time as our visit…something which we were not aware of initially.

This restaurant has only just reopened after a short pause…and the new owners seem to be doing very well in re-establishing it as a good gastropub within the area. Certainly the menu was interesting and the staff eager to please – always a good sign – so it didn’t take us long to select our food and drink and settle down.

After a suitable wait our meals arrived and they proved to be of a high quality, tasty and well presented in all respects – thus justifying our choice of dining venue. Service was very good throughout, with both staff and management taking the trouble to enquire if all was well…and they certainly deserve to be commended for their efforts in all areas on the day of our visit.
After a thoroughly satisfying meal – at reasonable cost for the quality on offer – we made our way outside just as the press of people began arriving for the tribute concert. Judging by our experience they were likely to be in for a good time.

We wish this restaurant all the best in its new incarnation and would recommend that you call in when in the area. There are other good places to eat not far away, but the Sparling certainly holds its own amongst them and should only improve with time.
