They say ‘Seek and ye shall find.’ and you’ve got to prepared to seek this restaurant out. Travelling through the Peak District of Derbyshire, taking the road from Glossop towards Castleton you come to the pretty little village of Hayfield….but that’s when you have to know what to look for.

The village itself has several pubs and hotels, particularly as it’s often used as a base for walkers who wish to venture onto Kinder Scout. Follow the signs for the YHA and you’ll find yourself travelling on very narrow, old roads towards the Peaks…and along that road is where you’ll find The Sportsman, not far from the public car parks.

Going inside it is obvious at once that this is a traditional, no-nonsense sort of inn, serving large helpings of well-cooked fare suitable for all, but for hungry walkers in particular.
The atmosphere is friendly and the place is efficiently run, so you get a true feeling for the area…the sort of place where locals chat with visitors whilst waiting for their meal.

The food itself is tasty and very good value for money and there’s no doubt that it’s one of the reasons why the place is always likely to be busy….but not too busy to fit in the hungry traveller.

After a good meal there’s always the scenery to explore and the village itself is worth looking at. In all, an eating place that’s well worth a detour and is a cut above the average for both food and atmosphere; a good part of a good day out.
