Sawley, just off the main A59 road between Clitheroe and Skipton, has a lot going for it: the remains of an Abbey, the River Ribble running past a pretty village – and the Spread Eagle.

We have visited the Spread Eagle on many occasions over the years but have recently been drawn to other areas, so on hearing it had been refurbished and was now under new ownership we thought that we should call in again – this time for tea and a good look around.

Parking in the private car park over the road from the Inn presented no problems and as soon as we came in through the front door it became apparent that lots had changed within. The layout of the place and furnishings had been altered – and the changes had clearly been carefully thought through and made whilst sparing no expense, the character of the inn being retained.
The staff were friendly and helpful as ever and our order was soon taken – a short wait (things are individually prepared, as with more complex meals) allowing time for a brief exploration of dining facilities. When the food arrived (on a tiered stand, of course) it was tasty, nourishing….and in large amounts, resulting in refills of tea or coffee as required until we left sated.

Though many things have changed at the Spread Eagle quality and attention to detail have not – nor have things become more costly…our tea was competitively priced in all respects.

We shall certainly call again soon to sample the dinner menu – and would advise you to do the same as soon as possible.
