Just a little way from the busy A59 Preston to Skipton road, not far from Clitheroe,  you will find the pretty village of Sawley. It has the remains of an Abbey, some excellent countryside and this award winning Riverside Restaurant. The river in question is the River Ribble, lending charm and countryside walks along its banks, but spectacular at times of heavy rain.

The Spread Eagle is on a minor road junction, its dining rooms looking out over the river and into the Forest of Bowland. Its private garden area is floodlit at night and provides an ideal setting in any season – as scenic in snow as it is in summer. 

The restaurant itself is friendly and well run, offering a homely bar area where you can choose your meal from an extensive but inexpensive menu and an impressive dining area service. The fact that it is used so well by discerning local residents should not be discounted – there are many excellent alternatives in this affluent area – and many ‘foodies’ will travel miles for a good meal here. There is much use of local and organic produce, the main styles of cooking being Classic British and Continental, with a range of interesting dishes to tempt the palate. No surprise that this place has become a regular favourite of those in the know.
Quality at affordable prices in the atmosphere of charming inn of character are the watchwords here, and you would not be disappointed (or hungry) after your visit and - the acid test – you would return.

There is ample parking space in the private car park across the road from the restaurant, floodlit at night and adding to the picture of care and attention to detail.

Booking is recommended, although an early evening diner might be accommodated for one of the special deals often available – best to check anyway. 

That a place of such charm and value for money should be by-passed by those who stick to the main A59 is a puzzle. However, you now know better – make the most of it.
