Just a few miles outside of Chester, along the A51 main road to Tarvin and beyond, you will come upon the Stamford Bridge Inn….situated near to some traffic lights and next to a sign pointing towards the village of Stamford Bridge.

We had often driven along this road and thought of calling in to sample the fare on offer, but on every occasion we had found the car park, ample though it is, to be very full and so we had driven on. Determined not to be defeated, we passed by again in the early evening and found that there was indeed some ‘room at the inn’, so went inside for some coffee.

This inn is part of a group of five owned by Woodward and Falconer and is set out in typical fashion, with a traditional bar area, a small but comfortable lounge and a larger dining area. We went into the lounge and were soon served with our coffee by helpful staff, the area being small in size but well appointed.
We shall have to call again to see if the dining area and menus etc live up to their promise, but as previously stated the place always seems to be very busy, so it should have something going for it.

Having consumed our drinks in comfort we went on our way before what we deemed might be the evening rush set in, but we would certainly recommend that you call here and see for yourselves just what makes this inn so popular.

Do have a care, though, and based on our experience do book a table in advance, or you may be disappointed.
