We called in here on a cold Sunday morning, driving along the coast roads to the South of Lancaster and got a warm welcome on a cold day.

Because of the nature of our visit (we simply wanted a drink and a snack) the recommendation must be provisional, but good reports have reached our ears from other directions.

The sign outside said ‘food available all day’ and before too long we’ll go back to check on this claim, as it was we took a good look around, drank the drinks and journeyed on.

Certainly this seems to be worth a visit, with reasonable prices and a good range of pub grub.

Within the traditional setting (low, exposed beams etc) there is a restaurant, a children’s play area, a bar/lounge and a games room, whilst outside at the rear there is a beer garden.

The hotel lies on the route of the coastal path, and it would be no surprise if many stopped for a drink and a meal.

The staff were helpful and friendly, even at a time many would judge ‘too early’, so again credit to the hotel.
