The Stumble Inn, Bwlch-y-Cibau, Llanfyllin, Powys.

Situated on a bend of the A490 main road to Llanfyllin and scenic Lake Vyrnwy in Mid-Wales it would be easy to drive past this rather special Inn – but don’t do so, or you will miss a real treat. Travelling through this beautiful country area is always a pleasure and the town of Llanfyllin nearby has several attractions and (surprisingly) many stories to tell….but so does the small village of Bwlch-y-Cibau, whose name alone has several interpretations in English, not all of them complimentary….and so does the Stumble Inn.
We had seen this Inn several times and noted its welcoming exterior, but on this day we thought that we would call and try our luck – and very lucky we proved to be. Parking is simple, with a small area available at the front of the Inn but the main (and best to use) car park area to the rear and reached from the side of the building.
Entering through the front door of this traditional, family-run inn we were warmly welcomed by friendly staff and shown through to a good-sized dining area. The original building dates back to the 16thCentury, but modernisation has been carefully and tastefully done to retain its character whilst providing all the modern comforts.

Quickly provided with drinks and a limited but interesting menu we didn’t have long to wait until our meals arrived – and they proved to be ample in portion and delicious to the taste. As we consumed our food with relish we noted that most of the other customers were locals who clearly knew when they were on to a good thing – and they showed their appreciation to staff in both English and in Welsh during their meals.

By the end of our stay we were certainly inclined to agree with them – in at least one language – as we felt that we had found here another little gem to be relished and visited again when in the area.

There was another pleasant surprise when it came time to pay the bill as we found that the cost was very reasonable – indeed we have been known to pay much more for much less in some other establishments.

This then is somewhere that you must visit when in Mid-Wales near to Welshpool or the surrounding area or when on the way to see the sights at Lake Vyrnwy….or just because you want to go there for a meal.
Go and try it for yourselves – you will not be disappointed.
