The Swan, Marbury cum Quoisley, Whitchurch, Cheshire.

We came to Marbury, a pretty village about three miles away from Whitchurch in order to participate in the Marbury Merry Days, a festival which takes place in the village and draws in many visitors.
Finding the place was easy enough as we followed the signposts and a vintage car (taking part in one of the displays) from the main A49 road and were able to park up in the car park to the rear of the Swan itself. The traditional inn is situated just opposite a lake and small village green and offers views which are well worth seeing as well as an interior of note.

We were sensible enough to wish to dine early – a good decision as the inn was soon crowded with other visitors to the Merry Days – and the friendly and helpful staff soon gave us drinks and an interesting menu. Clearly one of the few truly traditional establishments we find these days, the restaurant area was in part of the inn with a bar and small lounge area in another, with the main bar/service area in between the two, allowing both sections to be dealt with by staff.
Seated comfortably, it wasn’t long before our meals arrived and they were tasty, well made and presented…and large in portion – just what we needed before a ‘day at the fete’. It didn’t take long for us to wolf these down and with the purchase of a couple of ‘special offer’ local produce items made specially for that day the overall cost was reasonable and very good value for money.

Whilst eating we noticed the arrival of other vintage cars and a couple of working Traction engines as well as more and more visitors, so we left rather sooner than might otherwise be the case and made our way to the fete.

We thoroughly enjoyed our day out and our time at the Swan and would certainly recommend that you call there for a good meal in pleasant surroundings – certainly we shall call again when in the area.
