The Tempest Arms Hotel, Elslack nr Skipton, North Yorkshire.

You have to go a little way off the Colne- Skipton road to reach this inn, set back slightly down a winding road to the hamlet of Elslack. It’s the sort of turn off one might miss and then later regret if one ends up in a poorer inn.

The Tempest has clearly been there for some time, but age has added to rather than diminished its quality and given it a solidity at home in this sort of setting. The interior is traditional and so is the food, but just as the furnishings have character so does the menu, which is quite extensive and should appeal to all at reasonable cost.
The food is mainly traditional British in style, using lots of local produce including fish and game, as might be expected in this affluent farming area. The quality is high, the short wait whilst food is prepared being far preferable to the fast-and-plastic service of lesser inns. 
This is a place well used by local people but not so well known elsewhere, a quiet part of the country a mile or so away from a busy road (the A59) but a world away.

Enjoy a leisurely meal and then explore the less well known towns and countryside nearby.
