If you’re visiting the Pontcyssylte Aqueduct or the Trevor Marina outside Llangollen, then look in to the Thomas Telford for a meal or a coffee. That’s just what we did on a cold and snowy afternoon and the welcome we found was warm.

The Thomas Telford is a pub with no pretensions, serving the local community and visitors with equal care and providing quite a good range of pub grub.

On the day we called there were few customers and we had the small dining room to ourselves, but it’s easy to see that in the tourist season the place would be busy.

We didn’t have to wait long for our food to arrive and the pleasant staff made sure we were well taken care of. The helpings were large and the food well cooked and reasonably priced, giving good value for money.

Parking was easy in the pub’s own car park, but had that been full the Marina car park was just over the canal bridge and easy to reach.

Before long we were on our way suitably refreshed…a good meal makes all the difference.
