The Three Tuns Inn, Bishops Castle, Shropshire.

The small market town of Bishops Castle in South Shropshire offers a few places to eat and the Three Tuns Inn is one of them. The pub has been around since 1642 and is one of the few with an attached brewery which has brewed continuously since that time.  

After being seated in the window area as requested the previous night when we booked dinner here, we watched the pouring rain come down and patrons scattering as they rushed for their cars, something which came as a surprise since the day’s weather had been very good.  As my guests are wine fanatics we ordered red wine on arrival, and this proved to be a good complement to the food that was to follow. 

There is a reasonable choice on the menu but we had been advised by the owner of the B&B in which we were staying that the steaks were good at this inn, so that is what I selected. Preceding this was the soup of the day, which was tasty with its accompanying bread, a good starter as we waited for our main courses. 
The Rib Eye steak was cooked as requested and its flavour was added to by a peppercorn sauce. The chips which came with the meal were reasonably chunky and the salad that came with the dish was adequate.  The rhubarb tart which we chose as a dessert was sweetened with ice cream and was tasty. 
The cooking was to a fair standard, allowing the various tastes and flavours to come through. Coffee followed just before we shot back to where we were staying and avoided the rain which was about to start.
