Passing through this area we had sometimes noted the distinctive exterior of this restaurant….and this time (as it was after 7pm, which is their opening time) we called in to sample the fare on offer. 

Parking is easy in the large car park at the rear of the building – though one must not be put off by the fearsome ‘penalty’ notices displayed for unauthorised users. Moving to the front entrance we were at once struck by the modern décor and the warm and efficient welcome from the staff. 

Seated in the comfortable (though small) lounge area we soon had drinks and were making our choices from a quite extensive and very good value Market Menu. After a short wait we were shown to our table in the smallish but cosy dining area and our meals soon arrived.
The food was tasty, very well prepared and interestingly presented…and it was available in large portions. Clearly this was the work of a chef and brigade who really knew their business, so we were not surprised to find the restaurant busy on what would normally be a less busy day of the week….and clearly full of satisfied customers.

It was very apparent throughout that quality food and service were the watchwords of this establishment and that they had honed their delivery down to a fine art….for which they deserve much credit.

We left feeling sated after a very good meal at a very reasonable cost – and we would certainly recommend that you disregard the rather unprepossessing nature of the restaurant’s exterior in favour of the delights that you will find inside.

We shall certainly return when next in the area and we would recommend that you call in as soon as possible…though given the limited dimensions and obvious popularity of the restaurant it might be wise to book in advance, particularly at peak times.
