The Travellers Rest is an inn which has had mixed fortunes in the past and it may be found on the A581 main road between Euxton, a village near Chorley and Leyland (eventually the road leads to Southport) and in a quiet country setting. Having said that however, the inn itself is set back but a short way from this busy road, so care must be taken when entering and leaving as some vehicles travel along rather quickly.
Parking is easy, however, with a large car park to the rear of the building. Access is easy via the front of the inn, though there is a garden area where one might dine alfresco and a children’s play area nearby.

This inn had been popular in the past and had seemed to do well, but suddenly closed without warning – it was a rather sad loss and we were pleased to find it open again and doing a thriving trade. 

The interior décor was as we remembered, with comfortable lounge and dining areas as well as a bar section, each of these adorned with an interesting range of ‘specials’ shown on chalkboards….and it was some of these meals that we were to try.
We called unannounced on a busy evening but the helpful and friendly staff quickly found us a suitable table so it wasn’t long before our drinks and our meals arrived. The food itself was of good quality, prepared and presented well in all respects…and it proved to be just as tasty as we had thought…so no wonder the inn was crowded!

Another positive feature was that when we came to pay the bill the prices were very reasonable indeed for the quality of food which we had consumed, so we shall doubtless be returning in due course to sample the rest of their menu.

We certainly recommend that you call here when in the area – we think that you will like it, but we would also be loath to see this new venture run into problems…now renewed we feel that it deserves to be supported
