Waddington is a very pretty village on the outskirts of Clitheroe in Lancashire, a village well known for its attractiveness and on the fringe of some of the best scenery in the Ribble valley. When nearby Clitheroe is described as ‘a bustling metropolis of 5,000 people’ one begins to get the picture – although all you could need can indeed be found in that affluent country town.

Waddington itself often wins ‘Best Kept Village’ awards, so is worth a visit for this alone, and it boasts several eating establishments of repute, including the Waddington Arms, central to the village itself.

This is a traditional inn where lots of care has gone into preserving the atmosphere of the village whilst importing quality food. Very effective it is too, with a good choice from the menu containing seasonal local ingredients and offering some more exotic dishes.

We selected our table quickly as the place was filling up rapidly, the menu choice being more time consuming but ultimately more rewarding. The food here is clearly individually prepared so takes a little longer to arrive, but when it arrives it’s worth the wait.

Prices, whilst not bargain basement, were very reasonable, and we left to explore the local area well satisfied and well fed.

If you’re in the area and require a good meal then this is a place to visit without disappointment. Try it and see.
