At the top of the hill which leads out of Stalybridge and along the road to Glossop you will find the Waggon and Horses. If you’re travelling in the other direction having turned off in Mottram it’s just over the crest of the hill and you must take care not to pass it by. 

The food here is British classical in style and although it appears a little costly, you get good quality in suitable amounts. There are a range of items on the three main types of menu available, each of them giving a well balanced and well prepared meal. This is clearly appreciated by the local people, for it is a popular eating place – although booking is probably necessary only on weekends.

The staff are courteous and helpful, whilst the pub maintains its traditional interior to match the exterior décor. It’s the sort of place that families go to, with lots of local chat and only a few visiting travellers. In short, a cosy place for a good meal, where you’ll get good value for money.
